                      PARKING ENFORCEMENT OFFICER 
 

This is a part-time position that involves routine foot patrols and is responsible for enforcing City of Rome 
parking regulations for illegally parked motor vehicles and issuing summons tickets for violations in accordance 
with City ordinances and regulations.  Work is performed under general supervision with general leeway 
allowed for the exercise of independent judgment in carrying the work performed.  This position involves 
extensive outdoor walking activity in all weather conditions.    

 
PRIMARY WORK ACTIVITY AND DESIRED ABILITIES: 
• Walks assigned routes to check for on-street parking and parking lot violations; 

• Inspects and determines potential time duration violations of parked cars; 

• Marking of parked cars to determine time duration of parked vehicles; 

• Provides information to the public concerning the location of public and private parking areas;  

• Issues tickets for illegally parked vehicles and for overtime parking violations; 

• Ability to communicate effectively with members of the public with courtesy and tact; 

• Ability to use sound judgement; 

• Ability to follow written and oral instructions;  

• Ability to walk and stand for extended periods; 

• Ability to work in all weather conditions.
